Dear Friends in Christ, 
It’s a good thing that the sun is big and round and hot now. It is the season after Pentecost, high 

summer leading to Summer Solstice. It is the season of red, of heat, of a change in direction from the 

hard-charging energy of spring. Unrelenting sun may seem painful, as we wait for rain to dampen the 

fire pouring out of the sky. But it also does what it is supposed to do: It makes us slow down.  

The church calendar year does this for us too. It forces us into a Sabbath. I wasn’t sure at first—why 

shouldn’t we have Sunday School all year round? But the answers presented themselves, as folks 

headed out of town for much-needed rest and restoration, long Sunday morning bike rides with the 

kids, visits to family, visits to beaches and lake houses and mountain cabins. We need change in our 

own calendars so we can return, renewed, restored, and as our Eucharistic prayers say, healed. And so, 

our church calendar recalibrates us.  

We turn from the Eastward look of spring, of the greening, upward movement of tree sap and stem 

and leaf formation. Now the fruits form, the tomatoes fatten, the eggplant flowers, the corn tassels. 

The bees buzz. In the dense heat of summer, basil emits its opiate-like scent and crowds out the cool-

loving parsley in my garden. All this makes us want to make pesto and basil chicken and basil potato 

salad and lounge around with friends and eat -- leisurely—on porches or at beaches and lake houses and 

mountain cabins. We want to concoct these dishes partly because we want to harvest basil in the heat 

of the day, when it is most fragrant and the fragrance sticks to our hands like the best perfume God 

ever made.  

In this Sabbath season we turn from learning to doing other things: do the Yoga Pose called Sun 

Salutation. Celebrate Summer Solstice at Mary and Martha’s Place, at St. Dunstan’s Episcopal Church. 

March in the Gay Pride March. Go on a pilgrimage (possibly to Rome). Help cook and serve for 

Peachtree Pine. Visit our refugee family. Help with Vacation Bible Camp and Jumble Sale. Write our 

spiritual autobiographies with other Seniors. 

Still, the church calendar imposes itself on our natural cycle. The Feast of St. John the Baptist falls near 

Summer Solstice. How do we find harmony between these two days—one natural and one artificially 

imposed? Christians through the centuries have found one way: by gathering and making tea with the 

blossoms of St. John’s Wort. St. John’s Wort is an herbal flower known for happiness. It removes 

melancholy. It lessens insomnia, possibly the insomnia due to long, sunny days. And it blooms the 

week of June 21 to help us to remember the sacrifice of Saint John.  

If you are not here this summer, we will miss you! But by pilgrimaging, riding bikes, cooking for 

Peachtree, sorting goodies for Jumble Sale, or picking the yellow blooms of St. John’s Wort and 

drinking the tea of happiness -- especially if it is done with friends on our porches, on beaches, at lake 

houses and mountain cabins -- might be the most perfect way to honor God’s Sabbath.

the Gallery  
Epiphany’s Art Ministry welcomes The Rev. Dennis Smart for the month of 

June. This is the first solo show of his photography. For those of you who don’t 

know Dennis, he is a retired Episcopal priest. Your children might remember 

him as St. Nick at the Christmas pageant. He is an active member of the Art 

Ministry and also volunteers at Emmaus House as well as other ministries. \

While photographing interesting people in interesting places- 

South Africa, Ecuador, Mexico… and Little 5 Points, Atlanta, 

Dennis Smart discovered two universal principals. 
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People are suspicious, uncomfortable, even resentful of being 

photographed as local color and “scenery”.(Applies especially 

when photographer is strange, large, bearded American guy) 

Everyone enjoys seeing a photograph of themselves. (Applies 

even when photographer is strange, large, etc. etc.) 

While leading companion diocese work trips to Ecuador, he discovered the 

powers of digital photography to reconcile these two principles. As a self 

described “shy extrovert” he once shot “sniper style”- i.e. shoot the unsuspecting 

“victim”, covertly if possible, or make the hasty, goofily grinning escape if 

detected.  

Today he openly shoots without subtlety or camouflage and has learned to say 

“Look at your picture!” in several languages. The shy extrovert, camera in hand, 

now even engages total strangers in conversation, and if some photos get taken, 

well, they get taken and shared.  

Photographs in this exhibition include works from South Africa (1989), Ecuador 

(1993-94), Mexico (2004), and recent photographs in Little 5 Points and Candler 

Park, Atlanta. Hopefully they display a progression from “firing line” fright to 

faces of friends of whatever brief duration. 

Dennis uses rather simple Canon and Nikon digital cameras, and makes 

occasional “repairs” and modifications using Picasa and PhotoImpact. South 

African photos have been digitally scanned, modified and reprinted from original 

35mm prints. He is, both as photographer and computer technician, entirely self 

taught. 

Dennis Smart this month celebrates 30 years ordained to the diaconate and 29 

years a priest. He and his wife Susan have two grown children and five extensively 

photographed grandchildren. They live in Candler Park. Retired from parish 

ministry since 2005, he participates in the life of Epiphany and has been alleged 

by some to be Vicar of Little 5 Points and Chaplain of the Euclid Avenue Yacht 

Club.

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Epiphanites Attend “Everyone, 
Everywhere ‘08” Conference

Presiding Bishop Katherine Jefferts Schori invited 

Episcopalians to come together in Baltimore on June 5-8, 2008 for our first 

Global Mission Conference, “Everyone, Everywhere 08.” The conference 

addressed the Episcopal mission of reconciling the world to God and to each 

other in Christ. This was an opportunity to embrace a broad understanding 

of mission including dynamic approaches to the Millennium Development 

Goals (MDGs) to address world poverty, health, gender equity, environment, 

education, and global cooperation. 

Epiphany’s Endowment Fund generously funded the attendance of Ann 

Fowler and Gretchen Maclachlan. Both serve on our Outreach Committee 

and on Diocese of Atlanta task forces that address these issues. Ann is 

Epiphany’s representative for Episcopal Relief and Development and 

Gretchen serves on diocesan Millennium Development Goals Task Force.  

Plenary session speakers were Dr. Steve de Grunchy of University of KwaZulu-

Natal in South Africa; Hellen Wangusa, Anglican observer at the UN; and 

Rev. Paul-Gordon Chandler, Episcopal priest and missionary in the Middle 

East. They laid out the larger dimensions of global mission work. The 

connectedness of the 21st century world requires mission work that 

recognizes the foundation of power relations in the global system with its 

winners and losers. Through faith mission work strengthens connections 

globally because everyone is sent everywhere to bear witness. The MDGs point 

the way for churches to live out their mission work. When governments and 

non-governmental organizations (NGOs) come and go, the church remains to 

continue and expand their reach. Reconciliation with the Islamic world 

requires us to learn about this faith. Its commonalities with Christianity 

provide the bridge for reconciliation between Muslims and Christians.  

In workshops and small groups we delved more deeply into these themes 

while creating connections with each other. This conference will help the 

Outreach Committee in its focus on global mission and education about the 

Millennium Development Goals. It provided models and materials for adult 

education, reflection circles, and mission actions. Daily devotions and Bible 

study sessions rounded out our daily work.  
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The conference was not all classroom and lecture, but included terrific cuisine 

at the Maritime Institute’s Conference Center and on the final night musical 

entertainment by artists from the Caribbean, Bangladesh, and Kenya. With 

participants from every continent, including thirteen people from the Diocese 

of Atlanta, our connectedness in mission has grown.
