in October

My name is Ann Fort. My husband
Bruce and I, and our two lovely
daughters, Catherine and Evelyn,

have been members at Epiphany for

seven years. In fact, Catherine and

Evelyn were baptized on a glorious October Sunday just like

this one seven years ago.

When Muriel Diguette asked me to give this talk, I had just

gone on a rant during Sunday School about Hurricane Katrina,

insurance companies, and money. My first reaction was to
think “Oh no, how does Muriel know we’re behind on our

pledge?” But I was happy to help out.

When [ was girl growing up in New Jersey, | was raised in the
Catholic Church, during the era known as “Post-Vatican I1.”
The Latin Mass had stopped, and my father was worried that
my sister and I would be Latin illiterate. So he made sure we
understood a few key phrases from the Latin Mass. For
example, the phrase Dominus vobiscum”(“The Lord be with
you”) -~ would elicit the response “Et cum spiritu tuo” (“And
with your spirit.”).

This little exchange also happens to be one of my Brooklyn-
born father’s favorite jokes. He would get a twinkle in his eye
and say “Now girls, when the priest said that, he really was
talking to the usher in the back of the church and telling him

‘Dominic, go frisk ‘em’ because it was time for the collection.”

Now I'm not saying that I feel frisked by Epiphany. Instead, if

we think about that same exchange of greetings during our

service ~ “The Lord be with you” ~ “And also with you” ~ we get

to the heart of stewardship. Because when we give to Epiphany
we simply are giving to each other. We are giving to each other
so we can keep this little engine of positive energy and action

going in a world that needs it very badly.
Over the course of a lifetime, we all will have competing

demands on our time, talent and treasure - the needs of aging

parents, our children’s schooling, and so many others. But

Epiphany is always here. So please give what you can, when you

can.

And in case you need additional motivation, I heard a rumor

The Shepherding Program

Members of the pastoral care committee have been meeting
since April to develop a mission statement and to put that
statement into action. Our Mission: We are called to put our
faith into action — to identify and respond to pastoral needs in our
parish community, so that all may experience the reconciling love of
Christ. As our parish continues to grow, we want to ensure
that the needs of individuals and families in our church
community are known and addressed and that we maintain a
community where we all feel cared for and connected. We
believe that one way to do this is to establish a shepherding

program.

Shepherds are parishioners who feel a calling or desire to
assist their fellow parishioners. A shepherd can be a long-or
short-term member of Epiphany or somewhere in between.
Approximately seven individual or family households will be
assigned to a shepherding cluster based on geographical
location. The shepherd will be responsible for maintaining
contact with cluster members in an informal, friendly way.
As needs are identified, the shepherd may respond to them
directly, by enlisting the help of others within the
shepherding cluster, or by requesting assistance from other
parish resources or the clergy. Again, this is meant to be a
low-key, informal way to support each other. Some clusters
may wish to schedule social times together. Shepherds are
asked to make a one-year commitment to serving their

cluster.

You will be receiving a letter within the next few weeks from
our rector asking you to consider serving as a shepherd. We
hope to have the program up and running in January 2009.
Members of the pastoral care committee will be available
during the coffee hour on December 7 to answer questions

and provide more details. In the meantime, you can contact

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Miracle of the 500 and the

Peachtree-Pine Kitchen

Feeding the 500 without a miracle entails lots of
cooks and servers from dozens of churches and clubs.
The miracle of Halloween was that volunteers sat
down with men of the shelter to break bread together
for the first time. Protestants, Catholics, Jews,
Muslims, Hindus, Pentecostals, Street Ministers, and
even a hair salon’s staff, who prepare meals for the
men, came together to dedicate the new kitchen and
dining room. That night in a Pentecostal moment
Hindus distributed Halloween cookies while

vegetarians dished out beef.

No longer will the men eat on their laps, nor will we
serve in near darkness and all breathe the fetid air in
the windowless automobile garage where meal service
has occured. The large new dining room features huge
windows, bright lights, and ventilation. The Cathedral
of St. Philip donated the ingenious round tables with
built-in benches which can be folded up. The new
kitchen is state of the art, but without appliances. A
donor will match $150,000 once it is raised for
completing and equipping the kitchen. See their
website for more about the work of the shelter, the

The night before the feast Debby Crawford and a
crew of Epiphanites were joined by a contingent from
Berean Seventh Day Adventist Church to prepare and
cook 750 servings of beef tips and gravy. The jovial
knife-welding crew thought they’d never finish cubing

the carcasses from the Food Bank.

highpoint was
presentation of awards
by shelter residents. The
imagination and thriftiness of
Epiphany in putting together astounding menus was
noticed. Debby Crawford accepted the award for
Church of the Epiphany for #1 for Best Overall
Menus and Food. What a jubilant evening and
award.

Appleton Family Ministries

Throughout its history, the heart of

Appleton Appleton Family Ministries has been the

Family care and nurture of young people. In
Ministries

addition to providing love and basic care,

the mission of AFM has been to encourage
students to believe in themselves, develop stronger life skills, and
become productive members of the greater community. Appleton was
created to care for children and has continued in this vein in various
capacities for 140 years. It was first founded as an orphanage to care
for orphaned children of Confederate soldiers. It then evolved into a
selfsustaining community in which young women residents could
provide for themselves by farming, canning, and sewing their own
clothes. The need changed once again in the 1960s, and Appleton was
transformed to assist young women who were victims of family
violence. These young women needed a much deeper level of
professional counseling than could be provided in a large institutional
setting, so the Bishop and Board again refocused the mission.
Appleton bought land in rural Jones County and created Appleton
School, built by the students and administered by well-qualified
teachers. Family counseling services became an integral part of this
program and the name changed to Appleton Family Ministries. (Parts
of the history text are by Marty Banks and Bruce Bridges.)

Currently, AFM funds a year-round program working with atrisk
children. The well-rounded program assists children with homework
and school projects, feeds them nutritiously, and encourages them not
only in their school work but also in modifying their behavior in
dealing with each other and in doing well in school. The project also

provides a mentoring program for parents.

AFM has also provided funding for special projects, including
tutoring, family nutrition, health and wellness, a community garden, a

clothes closet, and occasional assistance with utility bills.

During the next year the Board will be in discernment to explore ways
to engage and assist other programs in caring for children. Please keep
the Board in your prayers. If you have suggestions, please offer them to

the Board.
