longstanding Epiphany tradition of providing meals
to members of our parish family who are experiencing
illness, a loss or the birth of a new baby. Members
who have received meals always comment on how
helpful this resource was to them. Even couples with
newborns who have extended family staying with
them have told us they were relieved not to have to
worry about preparing a meal every evening. This in-
reach really is a way to nourish people physically,

emotionally and spiritually.

We would like to update our list of Brigade members
and recruit new members to this important ministry.
If you have helped with meals in the past, please send
me an e-mail and let me know if you are still available
to participate. If you have not been a part of the
