The first concert of Epiphany’s 2008 concert series, “With 

String and Pipe,” was a combination of emotionally moving and 

elegant music performed by music director Jamie Shiell with 

harpist Patricia Anderson and the string quartet of John 

Meisner, Olga Shpitko, Lachlan MacBane and Karen Freer. 

One of the more delightful aspects was the selection of music 

that, though beautiful, often is not performed, even by such 

well-known and popular composers as Handel and Mozart. For 

example, Harold Friedell’s Elegy and Marcel Grandjany’s Aria in 

Classic Style were ethereally played by Anderson, and Henri 

Busser’s Le Sommeil de L’Enfant Jesus.
