The Book of Common Prayer teaches that “Confirmation
is the rite in which we express a mature commitment to
Christ, and receive strength from the Holy Spirit through
prayer and the laying on of hands by a bishop.”

Confirmation is an “adult” affirmation of baptismal vows.

Reception

The service of reception is for those who have been both
baptized and confirmed in another Christian
denomination recognized by the Episcopal Church, but
who wish to become Episcopalians. These persons would

be “received” into the Episcopal Church.

Reaffirmation of Baptismal Vows
Reaffirmation is for those persons who have already been
confirmed, but who wish, for whatever reason, to reaffirm

their baptismal vows.

Outreach

Hard Times—Our Outreach

Epiphany’s 2009 operating budget that was presented at the parish meeting January 18" contained two major components for
Outreach. Our line item for the world’s poor—the Millennium Development Fund—is pegged at 0.7 % of our total income as our
diocese directs. This in 2009 is $4,285. When our total income grows so does this item. When we have a surplus as we did in 2007

we were able to make many extra donations.

Our parish outreach line item this year remains at $16,000 as it has for at least four years. Since it is not fixed in percentage, the
vestry makes the decision on its total. The Outreach Committee takes it from there. These funds are expended locally in Atlanta and

Dekalb County where most of you live.

The Decatur Cooperative Ministry (DCM) is the largest recipient and includes Hagar’s House, the women’s and children’s shelter; a
Transitional Housing Project to move families to independent housing; and many other projects. DCM will receive $600 a month,

of which $150 is earmarked specifically for the Sustainable Housing project.

For our in-house preparation of meals for the Peachtree-Pine Men’s Shelter $400 monthly is allocated. This may be adequate for
food purchases, but we must also provide paper goods (plates, cups, utensils). The monthly cost of these “incidentals” can come to
$100 a month which reduces food funds. If someone who is reading this has some connections, ideas, or a warehouse of such goods,

please come forward. We need help in creatively curbing this expense item.

Last year the Decatur Emergency Assistance Ministry (DEAM) had to stop furnishing aid in October. That meant that people could
not get help for utility bills, food, or prescriptions. Most clients have housing, but in emergency come to DEAM which helps keep

them from worse outcomes. This year we are doubling our DEAM contribution to $200 monthly.
Two south Atlanta ministries which serve the poor will each be funded at $100 monthly—Emmaus House and Holy Comforter.

We've added Holy Comforter to help their day programs for peoples marginalized by mental illness and isolation.

Our committee is deeply concerned that much more is needed. Epiphanites have increased our tangible in-kind gifts by providing
food staples, sandwiches, blankets, coats, books, and the like. Many of you in your committees and interest groups have jumped into
these activities. Our challenge later in the year will be pleas for funds for heat and rent, water bills, medical supplies, and more at

these ministries. Where will you stand in “Hard Times”?
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Peachtree Pine Ministry - Homeless Men's Shelter

Friday, January 16™ was one of our coldest nights this year (and our night to serve
dinner to the homeless). We knew it would mean an increase in the number of men to
be served, even before the Thursday night news indicated 900! We spoke with the
coordinator of Outreach at another Church who served on Thursday - they ran out of
plates and served in cups until more plates could be purchased. They served a little over
700 on Thursday, and the shelter was bringing more men in as they left! Everyone at
Epiphany worked hard and especially long for our January meal and we accomplished
our goal, which was for the men to experience an abundance of food on one of the
coldest nights of the year!!! We served approximately 840 once and 2nds for about
350!!!

Once again, Bill & Mary Braswell picked up 1400 drinks donated from the vendor as a
result of Debby Crawford’s efforts - we also received FREE strawberries, milk and
bread and FREE/REDUCED pies and cakes from the Atlanta Community Food
Bank!!! It is impossible to name all the other people from Epiphany who started,
continued and are continuing to work so hard for this ministry—this IS loving your

neighbor!!! We have a place for YOU!

As a part of our Outreach Ministries, once a month Epiphany members prepare and
serve a meal at the homeless shelter at Peachtree and Pine. We also serve some women
and children. Cooking, reheating and bread/snack/drink/supply preparation, etc. take
place at Epiphany and Epiphany is the starting and ending point on serving day, which
is the 3" Friday of each month. No experience is required - just willing souls, and we
need many hands!

Children Choir Program Update

Thank you for supporting our growing children's choir program. I hope
that you are observing the wonderful formation that is occurring in this
experience weekly. Choirs are vital to the development of each child on
their spiritual journey. Music is the primary language of our faith; we use
it as a vehicle to tell our stories and announce what it is we believe to God
and each other. I believe that it is critical that we equip our children with
singing skills not only for the joy and creativity of music making, but, so
that they may also join fully in the song of their community; the song that

proclaims our very identity as God's own people.

When we began the choir-year, I was delighted that our numbers had
grown and enrollment was at an all-time high. What a blessing! As the
year progressed, I came to realize that we had far too wide an age span in
our younger choir. At times, this choir had as many as 22 children in

rehearsal (more than is allowed by law in a public school classroom).

The Music Advisory Committee has wrestled with how we meet the needs
of our children's choirs while working within our current resources (both
financial, space and personnel related). At this time, we have decided to
realign some resources and job responsibilities in order to allow our

wonderful music intern, Marena Vittorio, to direct another choir.

Beginning this Wednesday, we will divide our children's choir program
into three choirs in order to allow for age-appropriate instruction, more
effective classroom management and idividual attention provided to each
