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Epiphany’s Art Ministry welcomes Phil Thomas for 
September  
Phil Thomas was born in Brooklyn, New York, in 1948. He spent his early years in rural 

Pennsylvania but has lived in Georgia most of his adult life. Coming from a family of 

talented artists, he had always been interested in drawing and painting yet never seriously 

pursued painting until later in life. He found his passion for painting in 2002 in a 

watercolor class. Phil has studied with several nationally known instructors and takes every 

opportunity available to further his art education. In December 2008, Phil decided to 

pursue his art career full time after working in accounting and software for many years. 

Phil has always had a great love of nature and the great outdoors. His goal is to convey, 

using oil paints, his feelings and impressions of a scene. It is initially the light that draws 

him to a scene. Sometimes he passes right by a scene at one time of day only to return at an 

earlier or later time of day and have to paint it. Sometimes, surprisingly, it is the gray 

overcast conditions that attract his attention. He paints many of his paintings on location, 

“en plein air” amid all the bugs and sometimes hostile weather. His larger studio paintings 

are usually based on these smaller paintings done outdoors. Many of his still life and 

figurative paintings are done from life as well. He is still in awe at the magic that occurs 

when everything comes together and the painting just seems to emerge from the canvas on 

its own. 

He is an award winning artist whose work is displayed in both public and private 

collections. He is currently an associate member of the Oil Painters of America, a juried 

member of the Atlanta Artists Center, a member of the Southeastern Pastel Society, the 

Quinlan Visual Arts Center, the Bowen Center and is past president of the Sawnee Artists 

Association. He currently serves as treasurer of the Atlanta Artists Center.

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What Kanuga Means to Me

I was looking for a church home, not just a church. I had 

found a church years before in California, but it was never 

really home. I went, I listened, I prayed…I left. Sometimes I 

stayed for coffee, sometimes I chatted with the others, but 

most times I just left. I volunteered to teach Sunday school, 

I volunteered to read, to greet, to usher. But no one really 

asked to know me, and I guess frankly I responded in kind. 

When push came to shove and I was lost in the world, no 

one called to ask why they didn’t see me anymore…and 

that’s when I just stopped going at all. 

I had been in Atlanta for about a year when I decided to 

stop by that big church on the corner. It was in August and 

I felt not just the warmth of summer in Atlanta, but the 

warmth of Epiphany as they said goodbye to the old choir 

director. I liked the sermon, but of course I didn’t know 

anyone. I made a promise that if I was going to attend 

church at all, I would do it with my whole self. My whole 

heart. The church pamphlet mentioned a retreat at Kanuga. 

I never thought of myself as a church retreat kind of person. 

Sometimes I don’t even know how to voice what my faith 

means to me. But I figured there was no way I could spend a 

weekend with a group of people without getting to know 

someone…and them getting to know me. 

I drove up alone, taking what they 

called the scenic route. All I know 

was it was a LONG drive! But 

as I drove through the windy 

streets that October, I found the God 

given wonder that is autumn. Like cans of paint dumped 

from the sky in shades of burnt umber, harvest gold, brick 

red and pumpkin. Ground Crayola crayons melted on sky 

blue canvas.  

I put my bags in my assigned cabin and met my bunkmate, 

Liz Schellingerhoudt. I wandered around the facility, heard 

the dinner gong and went to wait in line with all these 

people I didn’t know. Father Benno saw me and greeted me 

by name, which surprised me. Actually, it impressed me. At 

that time, I sometimes thought I was invisible. I sat down at 

a table with Brent Henderson and David Draper and forced 

myself to remember their names. I went to the Friday night 

ice-breaker and held hands with strangers. I laughed at the 

games that we played and thought I’d leave afterwards to 

disappear to my cabin. But I heard laughter nearby and 

forced myself to investigate. So many people stuffed into the 

living room of a small cabin. Sharing a glass of wine (or 

maybe two) but mostly I was intrigued by the familiarity of 

it. Like a great family getting together after too long to share 

stories with each other. I met Ann Gonter and found myself 

sharing pieces of me too. 

Saturday morning, I attended Benno’s discussion group, 

which that year was faith in politics. OK, I admit, that was 

difficult given I’m like one of four Republicans at Epiphany 

and I would have sworn Liz Romo was giving me the evil eye 

the entire time, but still I listened and heard and thought 

about how my faith and my politics do or don’t work in 

harmony…and I think that was the point. 

And I read. I spent most of Saturday doing absolutely 

nothing. Which for me was a long time coming. I walked to 

the big back porch with the most magnificent rocking chairs 

and watched the sun dapple the lake with diamonds. I loved 

not having to wonder what I would eat for dinner or who 

was going to make it. It was just there when the bell rang.  

And the Sunday Eucharist shared overlooking the lake was 

possibly the most intimate feast I’ve ever had. Each of us as 

parishioners giving bread and wine to the one seated next to 

us, strangers and families and friends. 

I came to Kanuga a stranger. I left a member of a family. I 

tell anyone who hasn’t been they must go. There is 

something to find for everyone. Whether it’s relaxation, 

communion or God, you’ll find it at Kanuga.

Epiphany Choir and Orchestra sing Mozart! 
The Epiphany Choir will perform Mozart’s seldom-heard but exquisite Vesperae solennes de confessore with members of the Atlanta 

Symphony Orchestra and soprano Wanda Yang Temko on Friday, September 25, at 8 p.m. 

The all Mozart program, directed by Jamie Shiell, also includes the Exultate Jubilate, Epistle Sonatas for organ-orchestra and Ave 

Verum. 

The concert is held in memory of Sam Cartledge, a long-time and much loved member of the Epiphany choir who left a 

significant gift to Epiphany’s music ministry upon his death in 2007. 

An acknowledged interpreter of Johann Sebastian Bach, Ms. Temko was a semi-finalist in the inaugural year of the Chimay 

Baroque Singing Competition. She holds a Master of Music degree in Voice Performance from Georgia State University and a 

Bachelor of Arts degree in Psychology and Liberal Studies from Emory University.

Walking Tour of 1906 Race Riot Sites 
Epiphanites are invited to join a walking tour of the 1906 Race Riot sites in 

downtown Atlanta as a group on October 11, Sunday, 1-2:30 p.m.
